widely available.

Wi-fi is available freely in most 
large malls, restaurants and in 
hotels. 

Free internet calling services such 
as Whatsapp, Facebook, etc. are 
disabled in the UAE. It is 
recommended to get a roaming 
plan or pick up a local sim card
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Some prescribed medication 
maybe considered contraband in 
the UAE. Permission would be 
required from the UAE health 
authorities to bring in such 
medication.

Tourists are automatically granted 
a 30-day liquor license upon arrival 
and can purchase alcohol from any 
licensed establishment using their 
passport.
